• Some of our tenants may have noticed a recently installed Monofilament Recycling Station on the bay side of 
the A-Dock Shed, near the fish cleaning station.  Please feel free to use it to dispose of your old fishing lines.  
There is also a recycling receptacle in the Ship’s Store for old monofilament, as well as the spools it is wound 
on. 

• The Ship’s Store currently stocks a supply of Centex products for oil recovery.  Try the Kleen Sock for quick 
removal of oil in bilge water, a My Pad for quick capture of oil in engine drip pans, and Smart Pads which will 
hold up to 2 lbs of oil.  

• Just as a reminder, due to the obvious parking restraints in the lower A-Dock lot, FBHM asks that you only park 
one vehicle per slip in this lot at a time.  Oversized vehicles should be parked in the upper lot by the pool.
